Re:  King Street Letter #6:  Work Resumes But Excavations Delayed

Dear Residents:           

Let me begin by apologizing for all the confusion regarding this project.  As indicated in letter #5, work was supposed to have commenced on Monday, March 31.  Subsequently, I was notified that excavations were to be delayed until Monday, April 7 but that preparation work, marking of underground utilities, and other minor work would proceed as scheduled, but I was hesitant to change the parking arrangements not knowing if or when the road would be blocked for this "minor prep work."  I have since learned from various sources that little if any work occurred yesterday or today, and I have learned  that the King Street residents have dutifully been parking their cars at OLPH.  This is not an acceptable situation.

Thus, I have notified the consulting engineer to perform whatever minor work needs to be conducted, but under no condition will that road be closed for any reason until Monday, April 7.  Commencing immediately you may leave your cars at your homes until early Monday morning.  Again,  I apologize for whatever inconvenience you may have experienced today or yesterday.
